The corn borer exhibit truck will be in Grass Lake on Wednesday evening, March 14. It will park here about  7 o’clock until 10. The truck is sent by the Farm Crops and Agricultural Engineering Department of Michigan State College. It is equipped with exhibits showing the work and life history of the borer, methods of control, etc. It is arranged so people can pass through and see the exhibits and in case it is thought advisable, about 20 people can be seated at a time to hear lectures.

Community Doings of 44 Years Ago (March 1884)


Alexander Abar, a former resident of Grass Lake, is now proprietor of the Merchants Hotel, Jefferson Ave., Detroit, where meals can be bought for 15 cents and lodging for 25 cents.


Mrs. A.W. Gillett will sell at auction on Saturday, March 6, at 2 p.m. on her premises 1 new buggy, 1 second hand buggy, set of wheels, a quantity of wagon stock, hardwood lumber, household goods, consisting of stoves, furniture, sewing machines and other articles.

Miss Jennie Miller, of Grass Lake, came to Jackson Tuesday and stopped at the Commercial. Instead of turning the gas off in her room, she blew it out. A gentleman lodger, in going to his room, detected the odor of escaping gas. Her door was forced open and she was saved, though when found she was insensible from the effects of the deadly gas.


Notwithstanding the snow storm of Sunday evening, the union temperance meeting at the M.E. church was largely attended. Short practical addresses were delivered by Revs.  Mr. Remington and Patchin, Drs. Chapin and Raymond, and others. The discussion took quite a practical turn and a good deal of earnestness was manifested. Before the meeting closed pledges were passed round by the ladies, which were signed by nearly everyone in the house. We will soon have a chance to see if people have back bone enough to vote as they talk.


First of March and weather down to zero is what makes poor people complain. Thousands today are suffering for want of fuel, food and clothing, while other thousands are extravagantly spending and unlawfully disbursing the people’s money. Get a new set of officers this election, put in honest temperance men and stop using intoxicants, and whoever lives to see another winter will see better times. Ten cents a day is easily figured at $36.50 a year, and almost every poor man spends for drink three times that amount, or over $100. Now, give all such one or two hundred dollars to add to his store of fuel, food and clothing and no poor would be in our midst, and many a poor mother’s heart would leap for joy.

Sad but unexpected. She lived, loved and was loved, and has finally passed away after great suffering. This may be said of many who have died, but of Mrs. Morgan Simpson, who died Wednesday night of last week, something more can be said. Aside from leaving behind a memory of kindly and generous actions and deeds for mothers who survive her, she has left evidence of her faith in God to help bear all of earth’s sufferings without murmur from her lips, and her hope of rest hereafter showed that the dark shadow of death had more sunshine than life, and the repose of the peaceful night following the toil and suffering of the busy days. The shadow of the tomb hides her from view, still hundreds will keep her memory green and speak to her praise with their latest breath. She was the daughter-in-law of the Rev. Mr. Dibble, an old pioneer of Waterloo. She leaves a husband and two daughters, one a small girl and the other married.

R. Roy Smith was re-elected to the office of president of Grass Lake village in the election Tuesday of this week. Ira Angell, Harold G. Clark and Kenneth B. Rowe were named trustees. Mr. Angell is a new member of the council, the other two men being re-elected. Stanley Cooper was named assessor. Olive Cadwell for clerk and Gertrude Lemm of treasurer were both re-elected. A total of 154 votes were cast in the election, there being two tickets, the Corporation ticket and the People’s ticket. With the exception of clerk and treasurer, the entire Corporation ticket was elected. The candidates on the People’s ticket were: trustees, George Weinhold, Roy W. Taylor and Leonard Wolfe; assessor William A. Taylor. Many faulty ballots were thrown out by inspectors.

The Van Guards were the winners of the opening volley ball game of a series of six games, Wednesday evening, defeating the Imperials. These teams are composed of women of the community.


Roads off trunk lines and county made have been in a very bad condition the past few days due to the frost going out of the ground and automobile traffic on some of these highways has been almost impossible.


Grass Lake Village and Township are the healthiest communities in this part of the state if one is to judge from the number of deaths. There has been one death in the village since last October and only two deaths in the township since last November.


School Item—All students are required to refrain from roller-skating on the pavement. Since the older students set examples for the youngsters, it is their duty to be good examples. Warn children of the dangers. Do not be responsible for accidents.

The county physician and nurse were in Grass Lake last week completing the toxin and anti-toxin work started last year. They will visit the schools on Thursday this week. Dr. W.L. Foust and the county nurse examined students on Monday for the itch. Only six cases were found in the grades, while none were found in the high school. By singling out the few cases, further spread of the disease has been prevented. 


Grass Lake friends of John Paul Jones are pleased to learn that he has been named as Dean of Jackson Junior College. He is a product of Grass Lake and is a graduate. He served at one time as superintendent at Grass Lake and later as instructor in the Flint Junior College. Mr. Jones is a graduate of Olivet College and is the son of Lucien Jones.

Plans are underway for the organization of a base ball team in Grass Lake for the ensuing year and a meeting is to be held in Wolfe Hall Friday evening of this week at which time the matter will be thoroughly discussed. Grass Lake had one of the best base ball teams in the county last year and it is believed that much of the timber in the old team will again be available the coming year. It is pointed out that because of the playing ability of the team in 1927 it should draw good crowds during the season. The meeting Friday evening is open to the public and all who are interested in the national game are urged to attend.


When a truck caught fire abut two miles east of the Village Wednesday afternoon the driver, George Padgett, of Jackson, didn’t bother to investigate but jumped and left the machine to run wild. The truck, to which was attached a trailer, went off the road and turned over in the ditch, gasoline from the tank spreading over the cab and engine. The fire truck from Grass Lake was summoned. The truck and trailer were loaded with grease and oil en-route from Jackson to the Ford Motor company, Detroit, and these were removed by firemen and spectators. The blaze was confined to the front of the car.  The damage is said to be in excess of $500. The truck is owned by the Acme Transfer Co. of Jackson.

Dancing and games were the diversion of the evening, prizes being awarded to Eleanor Helm, Wilma Walz, and Harriet Hamill. Widmayer Has Narrow Escape   March 29, 1928


The Goddess of Luck was with Wallace Widmayer last Friday morning and after viewing the wreckage of his truck one is lead to believe that he had his pockets full of horse shoes and wore a bouquet of four leaf clovers. Mr. Widmayer was en-route to Grass Lake with a truck loaded with milk. He drove upon the Union street crossing, not seeing an east bound D.U.R. car approaching until it was too late to save himself. The interurban struck the truck with terrific impact, carrying it down the track 30 feet with Mr. Widmayer pinned in the mass of twisted wreckage. When persons in the neighborhood reached the scene they expected to find Mr. Widmayer dead or seriously injured. He was finally removed from the debris and immediately got to his feet and began walking about. Except for some cuts about the face and painful bruises, he was uninjured. He was able to resume his work Wednesday.
Former Grass Lake Man Wins Merited Promotion

Of particular interest to many Grass Lake friends of E.C. Sanford, Forest Supervisor of Caribou Forest in Idaho, is the announcement that he has been chosen to head the forest school at the Utah Agricultural College at Logan, Utah. Mr. Sanford is a Grass Lake product, he having been born and reared here, graduating from the local schools. He has frequently visited Grass Lake, his last visit being last summer when he was at the home of his parents, Mr. and Mrs. E.M. Sanford. 


The Odgen Daily News has the following to say regarding Mr. Sanford: “Mr. Sanford was raised in Grass Lake, Mich. He finished high school there in 1904. After finishing high school, he decided to get some experience before completing his education and farmed for one year. Next he taught school for a year.


The next 14 months he decided to get a lot of experience and made an extended trip through western Canada and northwestern United States. Among the jobs which he worked at during these months are included threshing, farming, working as a fireman, working in a sawmill, in cold storage plant, in foundry, as laundryman, as gas fitter, painter, electrician and department store salesman. Following this he put in one year as produce buyer. Apparently after trying everything else, he decided to take up forestry and completed the forestry course at the Michigan State College in Lansing, Mich. During the course he spent the summer of 1911 on the Kootenai Forest in District 1 on survey work. He also took two months summer school course in northern Michigan and prepared volume tables for white pine and Norway pine. Later in his course he made a mill run study of southern yellow pine and cypress at Millville, Ark. After numerous survey positions, in February 1917 he was transferred to Idaho as a forestry supervisor.

Soon after this war was declared and Sanford took military leave on June 1 and was inducted into the 20th Engineers. He went to France almost immediately where he spent most of the remainder of the war period as a commissioned officer. He was honorably discharged from the Army on Jan. 7, 1919. He did graduate work in Lansing and returned to the Forest Service.”

Grass Lake Academy Flourished—Data Relative to Early School Is To Be Incorporated in History Now Being Compiled --  Grass Lake News, March 1928.


Nearly 100 years ago there stood on the former site of the village of Grass Lake, east of the present village, Grass Lake Academy and Teachers’ Seminary. Some of the older residents of the community can recall this building, imposing in those pioneer days. Now this school of early days is to be incorporated into a “History of Early Secondary Education in Michigan”, which is being compiled by J.O. Grimes of the Graduate School of the University of Michigan. Mr. Grimes is asking readers of THE NEWS to assist him in gathering data relative to the academy of early days. The following is the act under which the Grass Lake Academy was incorporated: 


“And act to incorporate Grass Lake Academy and Teachers’ Seminary, April 4, 1839. Laws of Michigan, 1839, pp 66-68. Sec. 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the State of Michigan, That Alonzo Brewer, James Faulkner, Henry A. Francisco, Robert Davis, John M. Ellis, Joshua G. Knight, David Durand, Foster Queker, James Courier, William H. Pease, Jona B. Taylor, Peter Brown, Job Rice, Miller Yeckley and Joshua Jones, of Grass Lake, Jackson county, and their successors, be and hereby are created a body politic and corporate, to be styled, “The Board of Trustees of Grass Lake Academy and Teachers’ Seminary”; and by that name to remain in perpetual succession, with full powers to sue and be sued; to acquire, hold and convey property, real and personal; to make and to alter from time to  time such by-laws as they may deem necessary for the government of said institution, its officers and servants. ……”

 (Linda Note: There are eight sections to this 1839 Act. Back to the 1928 GLNews article.)

The history of this primitive and fine educational institution has all but disappeared. The history of the early school of Michigan is being written by J.O. Grimes. Our own institution should be fully represented. Can any of the readers of The News supply us with any of the following types of information: old newspapers or other printed matter giving a description of the school or its works.
