Electric Railway Opens Local Office  Sept. 13, 1928

The Grass Lake station was closed many months ago, resulting in much inconvenience to the people who receive and ship freight over the line. It was stated at that time that the revenue of the office was insufficient to warrant keeping the station open.


Following the appointment of J.F. Collins, general manager of the Michigan Electric lines, as receiver, Mr. Collins began making various improvements of the D.J.&C. or D.U.R. as it is also known. Further improvements in the rolling stock of the lines is also promised and a bid is being made for business.


Attention s called to the fact that the railroad is a home enterprise paying heavy state, county and municipal taxes, contributing to the maintenance of schools, roads, and county as well as city and village institutions.

A.O. Cady Found Dead   Sept. 13, 1928

Stricken by death as he slept, the lifeless body of A.O. Cady, a life long resident of this community, was found in bed Sunday morning by his wife when she went to call him to breakfast. The sudden death of Mr. Cady was a shock to his many friends as his health had apparently been good.

Lieut. Jos. Soper Laid to Rest    Sept. 13, 1928


With four planes from the 17th Squadron, of which he was a member, soaring high in the heavens overhead, the body of Lieut. Joseph C. Soper, who was killed when his plane plunged into Lake Erie, near Camp Perry, Ohio, Sunday, was laid to rest in East Cemetery, Wednesday afternoon.


Lieut. Soper was killed while taking part in a program of the national rifle matches at Camp Perry. It is stated that he might have saved himself from death by jumping with his parachute but to do so would have left the plane to fall into the crowd of persons below. Instead he headed the machine over Lake Erie where he plunged to his death.


The young aviator was a son of Mr. and Mrs. Claud Soper, of Gregory, and his grandparents for many years resided in the vicinity of Grass Lake.


The body, in a casket draped with the American flag and a floral blanket, was brought to Grass Lake Wednesday afternoon for funeral service and interment, six lieutenants acting as pall bearers. The services were largely attended and great quantities of floral offerings from former comrades were a beautiful tribute to his memory.


A letter from Governor Fred W. Green was read, the governor extending his sympathy to the bereaved parents and stating that Lieut. Soper had assisted the state last winter in taking care of the inhabitants of Detroit while the town was snowbound. Lieut. Soper piloted the plane which took Gov. Green to Chicago to the Tunney-Dempsey fight.
